We hope each and everyone had a truly wonderful holiday season.  The advent of the New Year 

brings thoughts of commitments and resolutions for everyone to make and, for some, they actually 

follow through with those commitments.  As for your Tribal Council, you do not have to be con-

cerned about the level of commitment made to the full membership because we will always follow 

through to ensure the most rational course of action for the sustainability of the current state of the 

Chitimacha Tribe of Louisiana and for future generations to come. 

 

Thanks to all Tribal Members who completed and submitted the anonymous strategic planning  

surveys.  Out of 677 surveys that were disseminated to the Tribal membership 18 years and over, 

approximately 130 surveys were completed and submitted for enumeration.  M3 Planning, the 

Tribeôs contracted strategic planning firm, is currently tabulating the data from each survey and  

will provide the statistical data at the general meeting on January 24th.  According to M3 Planning, 

the completed surveys contained not only the statistical, objective data but also descriptive,  

subjective opinions which will only aid in the success of this very important process. 

 

Recently, the Tribeôs independent auditing firm, McGladrey and Pullen, completed its audit for  

fiscal year 2008.  On January 7th, the Tribal Council met with McGladrey and Pullen to conduct an 

exit interview whereby a clean audit opinion was issued.  Thanks to all staff members and Tribal 

enterprises that made this fiscal yearôs audit process a success as we understand that it is a stressful 

time for all involved. We are sure next fiscal yearôs audit will also be a success. 

 

In the last segment of Notes from the Council Table, information was provided regarding two  

proposed constitutional amendment provisions to Article V ñGoverning Bodyò and a possible  

special election that would be conducted during the January general meeting.  It is unfortunate to 

report that the special election will not be conducted this month.  The documentation that was  

provided to the Bureau of Indian Affairs on September 29th is still being reviewed by the officials  

at the area office.  In conversations with the Bureau of Indian Affairs, a timeframe has not been 

provided to us for their complete review of the matter.  Be assured every effort was made to ensure 

this matter would be arranged for January.  We anticipate this matter being on the ballot during the 

June election.  As promised, we will provide a notification to the voting membership which will 

contain exact language of the proposal and further explanation thereof. 

 

At 2:00 p.m., on January 24th, the general meeting will be conducted at the Chitimacha Tribal 

School Gym.  We will have a lengthy agenda for this meeting as we have numerous issues and  

topics to share.  We look forward to seeing everyone on the 24th.

ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES  

 
CHITIMACHA COMPREHENSIVE CODES OF JUSTICE  

 

Title VII Section 902ðOperation of All Terrain Vehicles 

(a)  A person may not operate an all-terrain vehicle upon any roadway, roadway shoulder in this 

jurisdiction. 

(b)  Any operator of an ATV may make a direct crossing of a roadway but such operator shall: 

 (1)  First bring the ATV to a complete stop before crossing any roadway. 

 (2)  Yield the right of way to any motor vehicle or pedestrian. 

 (3)  Cross the roadway only when such crossing can be made in safety. 

(c)  A person may not operate an ATV in the following ways which are declared to be unsafe and 

a public nuisance. 

(1)  In any area which prohibits the use of ATVôs as designated by the Tribal Council and 

so clearly marked. 

(2)  In a careless, reckless or negligent manner so as to endanger the person or property of 

another or to cause injury or damage to such person or property. 

(3)  While under the influence of intoxicating liquor or a controlled substance. 

(4)  In any garden or tree nursery area, school area, business area or area not owned by the 

operator or his or her family (if a minor). 
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PENALTY:  Any person violating this section shall be fined an amount not to exceed $250.00 and /

or the ATV may be impounded and held until impoundment fee in the amount of $50.00 is paid. 

 

Title VII Section 903ðOperation of ATV Upon Roadways 

EXCEPTION:  

Any ATV which is duly registered with the State of Louisiana and with the Chitimacha Tribe of Lou-

isiana and operated by a person who is a duly licensed operator and who has the required liability in-

surance may operate any ATV upon the roadways within this jurisdiction.
