SEPTEMBER 2010 
 

For the month of September four traffic citations were issuedðtwo for speeding and one each  

for failure to display license plate and expired inspection sticker. 

Two verbal warnings were issued for speeding. 
 

The following arrests were logged for September 2010: 
 

09-02-10  One female arrested for operating a vehicle without insurance. 

09-02-10  One male arrested on a Chitimacha Police warrant charging him with reckless  

  operation of a vehicle. 

09-16-10  One male arrested for criminal trespassing, disturbing the peace and resisting  

  an officer. 

09-19-10  Two females arrested for disturbing the peace by fighting. 

09-20-10  Three males arrested for criminal trespassing, possession of alcohol by a person  

  under 21, and playing of a gaming device by a person under 21.
