As you are probably aware, our annual Election has come and gone with the  

incumbent members retaining their seats for Council and the Board of Education.  A 

swearing-in ceremony was held at the Tribal Courts Building on July 5th for each of 

the members.  Also, we hope that everyone enjoyed this yearôs Appreciation Day.   

 

For those not able to attend, we had an additional treat to the traditional food,  

bingo and door prizes.  Our fellow natives from the Alabama Coushatta Tribe  

of Livingston, Texas performed a powwow dance exhibition, and several members 

of the Muscogee Creek Nation of Okmulgee, Oklahoma performed a stomp  

dance.  It appeared by the participation from the audience that this addition to the 

Appreciation Day was a hit.  Hopefully, we will be able to do this on a more regular 

basis. 

 

To begin, the Council received some very welcoming news at the July 7th Council 

Meeting from our local State Representative, Sam Jones, regarding some money 

made available from the State for two Tribal programs.  As you may already know, 

the Pre-K was moved from Yaamahana to the Tribal School last year.  This move 

was made due to several students leaving Yaamahana to attend public schools for 

Pre-K since normal tuition costs were still applied for the Tribeôs program.   

Unlike the K ï 8th grade, the Tribe does not receive any federal dollars to              

supplement the costs for Pre-K.  It was the choice of the Council at the time to make 

this transition to achieve continuity in our childrenôs educational needs.  To help 

subsidize some of the costs, the Tribe had applied for LA 4 monies through the State 

of Louisiana.  Unfortunately, we did not receive the funding; therefore, the first year 

of Pre-K back at the Tribal School was totally funded with Tribal dollars.  It was 

with the efforts of State Representative Sam Jones that the Tribe has been added to 

the list to receive $40,000 from the State through the LA 4 program for this yearôs 

funding cycle.  Sam also reported that he was able to secure $5,000 for the Tribal 

Museum through another state appropriation.  We truly appreciate the advocacy of 

Mr. Jones for Chitimacha and are very fortunate to have this representation at the 

State level. 
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 There is currently several infrastructure improvement projects on the horizon that we would like   

to bring to your attention including: Creek Drive, Cypress Drive and the next phase of sewer      

rehabilitation on the Reservation. 

 

Currently, the reconstruction of Creek Drive is in the design phase.  Within the next few weeks, a 

50% complete construction document should be ready to submit to the Bureau of Indian Affairs 

(BIA) for review and comment.  Following the 50% complete review and comment, two additional 

submittals must be made to the BIA for review prior to advertising for bids.  We anticipate that we 

should begin the bidding process prior to the end of this year.  Creek Drive is funded in part by a 

Planning Assistance to States (PAS) contract with the Army Corps of Engineers for planning      

and design with construction funding coming from the IRR program of the Bureau of Indian      

Affairs. 

 

The Cypress Drive project is currently being advertised with a bid opening date schedules for    

August 31st.  This project is located adjacent to the existing Shortyôs parking area which consists of 

the construction of a concrete roadway and 100+ additional parking spaces.  We are anticipating 

that the construction funds received through a BIA contract, will allow for 100% Federal funding 

of this project. 

 

You may recall several years back when the first phase of sewer rehab occurred on the              

Reservationôs oldest sewer mains along Chitimacha Trail and Chitimacha Loop Road.  We have 

just received an announcement from the Region 6 Office of the United States EPA, as well as,    

Indian Health Service, that funding has been allocated for Phase II of our sewer rehabilitation     

efforts.  This will enable us to identify areas of infiltration and inflow within our existing system 

and repair them.  Also, some of the funding will be used to retrofit some of the existing sewer lift 

stations throughout the Reservation.  The estimated costs for this project total approximately 

$700,000. 

 

And, of course, we would like to provide an update on the Chitimacha Hotel project that is       

moving along as well.  Several rain outs have occurred due to the almost daily showers we have 

been receiving lately; however, the site work construction is still proceeding.  Much of the          

utility infrastructure has been installed and work is now underway for pavement and sidewalk   

construction.  Wright Hotel Development is currently contracting with the successful bidders for 

Bid Package #2 which constitutes the majority of trades required for the facility construction.  We 

anticipate receiving the award recommendations from Wright on the third, and final, bid package 

once all prospective bidders are qualified and their proposals evaluated.  In terms of financing     

this addition, at the July 7th Council meeting, the financing documents with the Whitney Bank were 

approved by a majority vote of the Tribal Council.

July 2011  

 

 

For the month of July 2011, ten traffic citations were issued as followsðtwo for driving without   

insurance, two for driving under suspension, two for stop sign violations, and one each for headlamps 

required after dark, driving without a drivers license, improper backing of a vehicle, and operating  

a vehicle with an expired drivers license. 

 

Officers issued four verbal warnings for various traffic violations.

07-01-11  One male arrested for unlawful use of a state ID to enter a gaming facility. 

07-01-11  One male arrested on a warrant from the 16th Judicial Court in St. Mary Parish  

  for failure to appear for a revocation hearing on the charge of criminal mischief  

  by false reporting. 

07-01-11  One male arrested on five warrants from the 16th Judicial Court in St. Mary Parish 

  for issuing worthless checks. 

07-03-11  One male and one female arrested for simple battery. 

07-05-11  One female arrested for criminal abandonment of a child. 

07-06-11  One female arrested for criminal trespassing. 

07-06-11  One male arrested for driving while intoxicated, driving under suspension, and  

  improper backing of a vehicle. 

07-08-11  One male arrested for resisting an officer by giving false information, driving with 

  an expired drivers license, and a warrant from the 16th Judicial Court in Iberia Parish 

  for failure to appear for drug court on charges of theft over $500.00, simple burglary, 

  simple assault and disturbing the peace. 

07-10-11  One male arrested for disturbing the peace, simple battery and resisting an officer  

  by giving false information. 

07-10-11  One male arrested for criminal trespassing. 

07-17-11  One male arrested for domestic abuse battery. 

07-20-11  One male arrested on a bench warrant for the 37th Judicial District Court in  

  Caldwell Parish for failure to appear on three charges of issuing worthless checks. 

07-22-11  One male arrested on a warrant from the 15th Judicial District Court in Vermilion  

  Parish for probation violation on the charge of possession with intent to   

  distribute Hydrocodone. 

07-23-11  One male arrested for disturbing the peace and simple battery. 
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For the month of July 2011, the police department handled six animal complaints. No animals were 

sent to the parish animal pound. 

 

On 06/15/2011 Sergeant Jada Breaux went to RiverCane Assisted Living Facility and conducted  

an awareness program on scams and identity theft that target the elderly.  Sgt. Breaux provided tips  

to the residents to avoid them falling victim to any scams or possible identity theft. Some of the tips 

included: not revealing personal information, never giving out credit or debit card numbers, never 

sending money, and never cashing checks that claim you will get more money.  The basic rule of 

thumb used was ñif it sounds too good to be true or you have to give money to win money it is a 

scamò. 

 

Sgt. Breaux talked about the use of newer technology such as e-mail and how letters are being sent out 

to gain account numbers or passwords to online banking.  She also advised the residents that they 

should not provide their account numbers or passwords to anyone for any reason.  

 

When speaking on identity theft, tips included not releasing personal information such as social  

security numbers and also, when possible, shredding all papers with account numbers or personal  

information. Sgt. Breaux also spoke about what you should do if you fall victim to identity theft  

and what resources are available to help you restore your credit and identity.  The residents were  

informed of their free credit report that they can obtain once yearly and that if they were interested 

Sgt. Breaux would help them to obtain this and check for anything on their report that may cause 

alarm.  

 

Sgt. Breaux distributed some information to the residents and told them that in the future if they had 

any questions about things they received from postal mail, e-mail, telephones, or text messages to call 

the Police Department and she would assist them to see if there was any legitimacy to the claim so that 

they would not fall victim to any scams.

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On 06/10/2011 Sergeant Jada Breaux taught a bicycle safety course to 24 children attending the  

Chitimacha Tribal Day Camp.  Each child received a color book handout containing bicycle safety 

information, along with a safety check list.  Sgt. Breaux reminded the children of the importance of 

safety equipment such as helmets, proper clothing, and safety knee and elbow pads.  She also spoke of 

the rules of the road, reminding the children that if they are on the roadway their bicycle is just like a 

vehicle and they must obey the traffic laws of the road.  Sgt Breaux also reviewed the hand signals for 

riding a bicycle that show others what you, as a bicycle rider, are intending on doing.  The entire 

group also practiced the hand signals with Sgt Breaux monitoring and assisting them.  After speaking 

to the children Sgt. Breaux held a question and answer session allowing the children to ask questions 

about anything they were unsure of.
